Glossary - Cricket Terminology

All Rounder
-
A person who is good at batting, fielding and bowling.

Bail

- 
One of the wooden crosspieces that sits on top of the stumps.
Beamer

-
A ball aimed at the batter’s head and is classed as a No Ball.

Block

-
A defensive shot

Bouncer
-
 A ball that is pitched short and bounces up towards the batters head.

Bowled 
-
When the batter is out because the bowler hit the stumps when bowling the ball.
Boundary 
-
The boundary is the perimeter of the cricket field, usually marked by cones or a line. Balls hit over the perimeter on the full result in six 




runs and balls hit over the perimeter (but not on the full) result in four runs. 

Crease 

-
A line on the pitch at both ends in front of the stumps. Bowlers must bowl from behind the crease. Batters can be stumped if they




do not have their bat or part of their body inside the crease.

Curator

-
A person responsible for maintaining the cricket field and preparing the pitch.
Innings

-
The period of time a batting team spends batting.
Leg Before Wicket  -
Also known as LBW, it is when a batter is out because the ball hit their leg and would have hit the wicket if their leg was not in the way. 




If the ball hits the batters leg outside of the crease, they are not out. 

Maiden Over
-
An over (six balls) bowled where the batting team made no runs. 

No Ball

-
An illegal bowl which could happen because the bowler stepped over the crease when bowling, or the ball is a full toss or rolls along the

ground. 

Non Striker
-
This is the term used for the batter who is not facing the bowler. They are at the other end of the pitch waiting to run once the ball is hit.

Over

-
Six fair balls bowled by one bowler (if a no ball or wide is bowled, extra balls are bowled)

Run

-
The method of scoring in cricket. 

Run Out 
-
When a batter is out whilst running between the wickets because a fielder hit the stumps before the batter made it back to his crease. 

Stumps

-
Another word for the wickets (the wooden uprights with bails on top).

Wicket

-
When someone gets out, the terminology is that a ‘wicket was taken’. ‘Wicket’ is also another word for the stumps. 

Wicket Keeper
-
A fielder who wears gloves and stands behind the stumps for the fielding team. 

Wide

-
A ball that a batter cannot reach (usually outside of the pitch).

Yorker

-
A ball bowled at the batsman’s feet
